7.1/ setting 2010/2011 precept:

For the last few years the precept has remained the same at £1480. If a “high” figure is claimed and not spend criticism can be expected from the Audit Commission and other council tax payers. In deciding on a figure the anticipated spend and a level of reserves needs to be determined. If a casual vacancy for a councillor arises and 10 people ask for an election, then an election has to be held. (the whole PC is due for re-election in May 2011 – any casual vacancy within 6 months of this would not warrant an election.) Costs for an election have risen steeply and TDC recommend a contingency sum of £2000 for such an eventually.
